Mr. Kadur Seetharamaiah was a secular scholar, a person of profound equanimity. composure
and charity at heart. He was an accountant in the British Colonial India who retired and drew a pension
of 50 rupees per month for about 50 years till he passed away in 1964 at the age of 96. His liberalism,
equanimity, scholarship and charity made him an extraordinary person as well as a role model to be
emulated. As an example of his charity, he kept only 10 rupees for himself out of his pension and spent
40 rupees for education of the needy. Mrs. Parvathamma was married to him and was his lifelong partner.

e . Guiding philosophy of the trust

The idea that “I am a self made man/woman" is a widely prevalent one especially
among the young people who think that they are “successful” in life. The founding
trustee has had a similar initial idea during his formative years of young age.
Surely one cannot succeed without personal effort, tenacity and determination.
But. the absurdity of the belief of 'self made' is evident when one thinks of the
contributions of numerous persons of assorted relation, persona, temperament,
education and social status which culminate in ones “success”. This self evident
idea usually unfolds with maturity and some effort at contemplation and analysis.
A corollary of this idea is the notion of ‘debt' that one accrues to these people.
This debt can broadly be classified into three categories: (1) parental debt, (2) teacher's debt and finally
(3) societal debt. Obviously, an accrued debt must be paid back. The first two forms of debt are referenced to
easily identifiable specific persons. As such, these two debts can be absolved to varying extent and repaid.
But, what about the societal debt and how does one deal with it? How does one absolve himself/
herself of it? To whom shall one return the gift that has been received from unknown and unknowable men and
women:; gifts such as kindness, compassion, care, appreciation, opportunities, support, positive comments that
uplifts ones spirits and at more mundane level gifts like monies, food and shelter? The societal debt can only be
absolved by 'paying it forward'. One repays it forward by extending a helping hand to the needy person in the
society without regard to caste, creed, colour., religion, nationality or gender. The hope is that such a person
whose need is addressed will grow up to be a responsible citizen willing to share a similar philosophy and make
significant contribution to the community that he/she lives in and the society at large. To quote Dr. Manu
Bhagavan.,if the saying that “an eye for an eye” will make the whole world blind, then it should follow “a helping
hand for a helping hand” will uplift the whole world.

The trust does not believe in an expedient “hand out" for charity. Rather, it has the loftier principle of achieving
a slow and an enduring social transformation by helping those who want to help themselves and in addition
recognize the importance of helping others and contributing to the evolution of a tolerant, humanistic, secular
and multicultural society.

The beneficiaries of the Trust are important to the Trust. The hope is that the beneficiaries share its principles
and objectives. The beneficiaries are the Trust's ambassadors-at-large who not only share the Trust's principles
but also help in identifying and recommending future worthy candidates in “need” whom the Trust may elect to
support. The beneficiaries’ recommendation letter regarding the “need” and worthiness of a candidate and/or
their willingness to be the candidate's supporters or guarantors will not only carry a lot of weight but also

receive careful and thoughtful consideration from the Trust. Thus the beneficiary will have a continuing role
toplayin the Trust.
